1     Some people believe her heart was even bigger than her entire body. She was small in stature. But she gave more of herself than anyone thought possible. She was born Agnes Gonxha Bojaxhiu on August 27, 1910. Her parents were Albanian. The town she was born in, Skopje, was in the Ottoman Empire. Today that area is called Macedonia.
 
2     When Agnes was 18, she left home. She had decided to dedicate her life to the Catholic Church and become a nun. She joined the Sisters of Loretto. It is there that she took the name Sister Teresa. From the very beginning, Sister Teresa wanted to help the poor and needy people that she found around her.
 
3     In 1950, Teresa asked permission from the Vatican in Rome to start her own group of sisters. Their mission would be to care for "the hungry, the naked, the homeless, the crippled, the blind, the lepers, all those people who feel unwanted, unloved, uncared for throughout society, people that have become a burden to the society and are shunned by everyone." Her group would be known as Missionaries of Charity. She and twelve other sisters took the poor in Calcutta, India, as their personal mission. As the leader of this group of nuns, Sister Teresa now became known as Mother Teresa.
 
4     Mother Teresa opened her first Home for the Dying in 1952. She worked with officials in India to provide space for those who had no place to go to die. They couldn't afford hospital care. They had no families to take care of them. Mother Teresa welcomed them. She and the other sisters cared for them and helped them as they were dying. This kind of place is called a hospice. Mother Teresa arranged for the opening of other free hospices around Calcutta.
 
5     As the news of Mother Teresa's work began to spread, more nuns asked to be a part of her work. Today there are more than 4,000 members of the Missionaries of Charity. By 1960, the sisters had opened more hospices, some orphanages, and some leper houses in all parts of India. Mother Teresa was the first to open homes for the treatment of AIDS patients.
 
6     Each year brought growth to the Missionaries of Charity and to the number of homes that they were opening in all parts of the world. When the 1970's began, the name Mother Teresa was known in every part of the world for her charity and good works. Praise for her work and care began to be bestowed. Pope Paul VI gave her the first Pope John XXIII Peace Prize in 1971. The country of India awarded her the Nehru Prize in 1972. This prize was given for her work in promoting world peace and understanding.
 
7     In1979, the Nobel Prize committee awarded Mother Teresa the Nobel Peace Prize. This is probably the most coveted award that can be given to any human being. They said that the prize was given to Mother Teresa "for work undertaken in the struggle to overcome poverty and distress, which also constitute a threat to peace." Mother Teresa refused to accept the monetary prize that comes with the Nobel Peace Prize. She asked that the money be given to the poor people of Calcutta instead. When Mother Teresa accepted the prize, she was asked what the average person could do to bring about world peace. Her answer was very simple. She said, "Go home and love your family."
 
8     Mother Teresa never stopped working to make life better for the poor. By 1996, there were 517 of her missions in 100 countries all over the world. The Missionaries of Charity served the poorest of the poor wherever they could.
 
9     Mother Teresa's health began to fade around 1983 when she suffered a heart attack. She died on September 5, 1997. She was 87 years old. The country of India staged a state funeral for her. This type of funeral is usually only given to presidents and prime ministers of the country. Dignitaries from countries everywhere praised her work, her devotion, and her love of her fellow man. In 1999, a Gallup poll proclaimed Mother Teresa to be the most admired person of the 20th century. The Catholic Church declared her to be Blessed Teresa of Calcutta in October of 2003.
